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Introduction

ooking into the background of Nancy Woods and her nephew, Marcellin Woods, two

19™-century Black Montrealers from the Gaspé, | came across Priscilla Place, her

two doughty daughters and other Blacks who had woven their way into the Gaspé’s
fishing and farming society over the years. It was a mesh of Mi’kmagq, Channel Islanders,
Acadians, French Canadians and Americans, people of United Empire Loyalist stock and Basque
descent, and immigrants from England, Ireland and Scotland, with the odd loner from continental
Europe, South America, the West Indies, etc. You will find names and dates and other bare-
bones details about the Black Gaspesians of the day and some of their descendants in the extracts

of the records cited here. But before we get to the extracts, let me explain a few things.
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Ruth and Ann were “illegitimate.” Half-sisters, they were born out of wedlock, as people
used to say. They had the same mother in Priscilla Place, a young, single, Black woman from
Bermuda, but they had different fathers. Both fathers were White fishermen from the Gaspé who
did not acknowledge their paternity. It was advertised, however, in the girls’ names. At their
respective christenings, Ruth, born 13 October 1829, was given the surname of her “reputed”
father, George Bunton, and Ann, born 1 November 1832, was named after hers, Thomas Dalton.

Was their mother raped? Readers might find the question crude, but it is unavoidable.
The possibility of a regular courtship between Priscilla Place and the fathers of her two girls
appears remote to non-existent. We do not know much about the young Priscilla, other than that
she was born in Bermuda and seems to have landed in the Gaspé after the War of 1812, in the
care of white Bermudan Joseph Stowe Tuzo (1792-1843), a school teacher and Anglican
catechist for the Society for the Propagation of the Bible in Foreign Parts, and his wife Mary
Eve. At her death in 1860, Priscilla Place was said to be about 50; she would have been born
around 1810. The Tuzos were counted in the succeeding censuses of Lower Canada in 1825 and
1831, which named only the heads of households. In 1825, their household consisted of six
persons, three under 6 years old and one over 6 but under 14; one married male 25 to 40 (Tuzo),
and one married female 14-45 (Mrs. Tuzo). In 1831, the now eight-member Tuzo home counted
five children, two under 5 and three 5-14; one married male 30-60 (Tuzo); one unmarried female
said to be younger than 14; and one married female 14-45 (Mrs. Tuzo). One might assume that if
Priscilla Place was a member of the household, she was the female aged between 6 and 14 in

1825, and the female counted as not quite 14 six years later, in 1831. If that was the case, she
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was a minor when she gave birth to her daughters in 1829 and 1832, and it would be difficult to
escape the conclusion that she was twice raped.! But we have no proof.

So, Ruth Bunton and Ann Dalton, fatherless Black newborns on the North Atlantic edge
of Lower Canada as winter was about to blow in — their chances of survival were bleak, you
might expect, slim to hopeless. But Priscilla Place, with help perhaps from hands more chapped
than hers by cold-weather mothering, must have taken care of them and kept them warm, fed
and safe from harm, because they beat the odds: They made it through their first winter — and
their second, and the one after that.... Ruth Bunton, in fact, lived through 84 winters. She was
four months shy of her 85th birthday when she died at Bonaventure, on Chaleur Bay, in the
summer of 1914, on the eve of the First World War. Ann Dalton, did not last as long, but she did
not die in childhood, either. She was 58 when she gave up the ghost at Bonaventure in the spring
of 1891.

The two women were buried under the respective names Suzanne Emers and Année
Ames. In Ann Dalton’s case, it is easy to see how the English diminutive Annie turned into
Année in French. It is not so clear how Ruth became Suzanne. Blame the name game — think of
the Beatles’ song Rocky Raccoon: “Her name was Magil and she called herself Lil/But everyone
knew her as Nancy.” As for their surnames, they were two of the many written forms, English or
French, found in Gaspé records, of “Amos,” as in John Amos, the Black fisherman who had
become their effective father, the man their mother had married at Percé in 1836. On that

occasion, his name was written Emous.2

SIMPLE TRUTHS

Ruth Bunton’s death record added 10 years to her life and made her 95. Even without the
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overtime, her life was long enough to stand as a refutation of the view that Blacks weren’t cut
out for a northern climate. That old humbug was still invoked in her day. Only three years before
her death, the Canadian government had adopted an order-in-council stating that, “For a period
of one year from and after the date hereof [12 August 1911] the landing in Canada shall be ...
prohibited of any immigrants belonging to the Negro race, which race is deemed unsuitable to
the climate and requirements of Canada.”® Small monuments to human survival in the face of
rough weather and the deemings of racial exclusionists, Ruth Bunton and Ann Dalton also serve
as reminders of two other simple truths we tend to forget: Not all Black Quebecers in the distant
past were immigrants, imported slaves or fugitive U.S. slaves — some were born here — and while
most congregated in cities, especially Montreal, some did make a life in the country.

One who had a taste of both town and country was Ruth Bunton’s sister-in-law, Marie
Anastasie Woods, called Nancy, for short. When she bid goodbye to the Gaspé in the late 1880s
and moved to Montreal, she was a single woman in her 40s, apparently resourceful and self-
confident — she needed to be. She opened a boarding house at 1975 Notre-Dame St. near the
Grand Trunk Railway’s Bonaventure Station in 1888, catering to railway porters, hotel
employees and other Black workers. She moved to tiny St. David’s Lane in the early 1890s.
Three of her nieces and a nephew followed her and joined in the enterprise. The first to join her,
Sara-Anne Woods, wound up marrying a railway porter from the States named Munroe Napier.*

Nancy Woods appears to have hit it off with Black Montrealers. In 1897, “Misses Nannie
[Nancy], Sarah and Mary Woods entertained very delightfully at dinner and dance New Year’s
day” at the boarding house, 28 St. David’s Lane. A few months later, “One of the gayest evening
parties of the season was given by the Misses Nannie, Mary and Sarah Woods Thursday evening

the 22" ult. The house was beautifully decorated for the occasion... . Among some of the invited
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guests were Mr. and Mrs. B. Sportsman, Mr. and Mrs. Finley, Mr. and Mrs. J. French, Mesdames
Harding, Humphrey, Elliott, Stevens, Misses Lillie Meddley [Medley] and French, Messrs. R.E.
Smalley, Johnson, Brown, Green, Jones, Gray, Spring and Reid.” The gayety was more subdued
at the end of September when “Miss N. Woods entertained at dinner last Friday. The Rev. Mr.
Holden and family and those present enjoyed themselves gorgeously.”®

But all was not fun and frolic in the big city. In December 1897, Nancy Woods was
accused of receiving stolen goods from three young men who were convicted of burglary and
sentenced to penitentiary terms of four to five years.

Before being sentenced the prisoners stated that they had
delivered the goods to a colored woman, named Nancy
Woods, who resided at St. David’s lane. The woman was
brought to the station and a charge of receiving stolen
property was placed against her. As she pleaded not guilty
she was remanded for eight days for enquete.®

A thorough search uncovered no evidence against her, so that after her eight days on ice, she was
freed on 9 December. Her discharge was cheered by the small group of Blacks who gathered at
the Police Court for her trial that morning. Picture the scene:

Representative lady and gentleman members of the
colored colony kissed and hugged one another for joy in the
corridors of the Police Court yesterday, when Miss Nancy
Woods, colored, St. David’s lane, was acquitted of the
charge of receiving stolen goods. The enthusiasm knew no
bounds when Miss Woods, attired in the height of fashion,
bade farewell to the Judge and joined her friends.’

“Nancy appears to be very popular among her compatriots,” the newspaper La Patrie observed.®
The boarding house, which moved in 1902 from its location on narrow, rather seedy St.

David’s Lane, south of St. James Street, to 165 St. Antoine, closed its doors at Nancy Woods’

death in 1904 at the stated age of 65 (she was 62). To believe the church records, she was given

two funerals and buried twice, once in Montreal and once in the Gaspé. In Montreal, she was
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Nancy Ann Woods, “maitresse de pension,” buried in Notre-Dame-des-Neiges Cemetery on 23
November. Her remains (exhumed?) were conveyed to her native Bonaventure and on 23
December, she was buried there in the parish cemetery as Nancy Wood of Montreal, daughter of
James Wood and Mary Baptiste. Her nephew, Marcellin Woods, stayed on in Montreal; he kept a
lunch counter on St. Antoine, until he too died, at 28, in October 1907. He wasn’t buried in his
native Bonaventure but in Notre-Dame-des-Neiges on Mount Royal, overlooking the city.

Blacks from Bonaventure living and working near Bonaventure Station? Was it the
familiar name that drew them? Let’s take a look.

The relatively small contingent of Blacks present in the Gaspé meant that there was no
Black community there, certainly nothing close to the kind of settlement, with its own church
and school, found in western Ontario or Nova Scotia. Typically, before Priscilla Place married
John Amos and moved with him to Grand Pabos, she and her two daughters constituted the
entire Black population of I’ Anse-a-Beaufils, a settlement of about 200 souls tucked in the cove
of that name 10 kilometres south of Percé, and he was the lone Black resident of Pabos, about 35
kilometres farther down the coast. On the score of numbers, the claim made in the official report
of the 1852 Canadian census that Bonaventure County, on Chaleur Bay, was home to 451 (60 per
cent) of the 743 Blacks in Lower Canada — and Montreal to none! — was bilge.® The entire Black
population of Lower Canada then stood at 300 at most; in the counties of Bonaventure and Gaspé
that made up the Gaspé, it consisted essentially of three growing families — the Amos, the Moses
and the Woods, and the fading remnants of a fourth, the Munros of Paspébiac.

Before searching through Gaspé records, all | knew about the Blacks in the area, besides
the fact that Nancy Woods hailed from there and that the 1852 census figures were bogus, had

come from a notice concerning a runaway slave, published in 1794 by “Azariah Pretchard,” the
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Connecticut-born leader of a band of Loyalists from the American Revolution who had settled on

land grants on Chaleur Bay:

UN away from the Subscriber, at New Richmond in the
district of Gaspi¢ on Saturday the 29th of April, A
NEGRO MAN named Isaac, who calls himself Charles some
times: He is about five feet eight or ten inches high, speaks
good English and some broken French and Micmac, aged
about thirty-eight or forty years, has lost some of his fore-
teeth, and has the ends of both his great toes frozen off.
Whoever will take up said Negro and confine him in any of
the jails or prisons in the province of Lower Canada, and
notify the Subscriber by the earliest opportunity, shall receive
a Reward of TWENTY DOLLARS, as the said Negro has

been guilty of theft and many other misdemeanors.
AZARIAH PRETCHARD, senr.

“Isaac, who calls himself Charles some times,” who had slipped away from Azariah Pretchard
(real name Pritchard) in 1794, had pretty well slipped my mind as | began my search.

| soon stumbled on the records of a Catholic missionary serving Chaleur Bay showing
that on one February day in 1801, he had baptized in succession four members of the Baptiste
family of New Carlisle. The baptism record of the mother, identified in French as Marie Caners
or Canners (Mary Connors?), 30, stated that she and her husband, Gabriel Baptiste, were “tous
deux Negres libres demeuran en service au dit lieu” (both free Negroes in service at said place).
When it came to their sons — Joseph Robert, 9, Jacques, 6, and Gabriel, 3 — each of their separate
records restated the same identification of their parents as “Negres libres.” That sounded like a
broken record. Couldn’t the priest have varied his tune and identified at least one by naming a
birthplace, for instance, or an employer? Then | remembered “Isaac, who calls himself Charles
some times,” the slave with the missing bits of teeth and toes. Seven years after his escape, Black
slavery was still kicking in Quebec, if on its last legs. But who knew it was to end in 1803?!!

Maybe the priest, Rev. Louis-Joseph Desjardins, had a point after all in endlessly repeating that
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the Baptistes were “Negres libres.” Since a baptism record constituted the official birth
registration in Quebec, a Black person’s birth record stating unequivocally that he or she was
born free would have amounted to an official certificate of freedom, a guarantee that no one
could claim that person as a slave. Desjardins, it must be said, was himself a man on the run,
fleeing the excesses of the French Revolution, who had landed in Quebec the year Isaac escaped
from Pritchard. However much they differed in other respects, Isaac the slave, Loyalist Pritchard
and Desjardins the Catholic missionary had this in common: They were all refugees.

Speaking of Isaac, alias Charles, it is time to play the name game, a game that goes
beyond the occasional translation of a name such Woods to Bois or Dubois, or of Flowers to
Fleurs. When Marie Durbec, born on 17 August 1802, was baptized in 1804, her parents were
identified as Gabriel Durbec and Mary Wood, “negres de Carlisles, Baie des Chaleurs.” At the
1805 baptism of her sister Félicité, born on 23 August 1804, they were again “negres résidants a
New-Carlisle.” How many Black, Roman Catholic families with a father named Gabriel and a
mother named Marie/Mary could tiny New Carlisle hold at the dawn of the 19th century? What
are the chances that the Durbecs were, in fact, the Baptistes? Pretty good. Names, religion and
home town are not all that the Baptistes and Durbecs had in common: They all disappeared.
Nothing further is heard of them after that spate of baptisms, the last being Félicité’s in June
1805 ... unless Marie Durbec, born in 1802, called herself Marie Baptiste sometimes. That name

will resurface.

WHERE DID THE MUNROS GO?

If circumstances point to the Durbecs and Baptistes being one family, they likewise

suggest that Hector Munro of Paspébiac was the Black man of that name who had sailed from
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New York City on the British evacuation of the place at the end of the American War of
Independence. The Book of Negroes, a register of the 3,000-odd Blacks who took part in that
exodus, identified Hector Munro in the summer of 1783 as a “stout mulatto,” supposedly 23,
formerly “servant” of a Mr. Pyate of Charleston, S.C. He was a passenger aboard the Lady’s
Adventure, bound for Saint John in that part of Nova Scotia that was to become the separate
colony of New Brunswick the following year. Another refugee.'?

Sometime between the end of the War of the American Revolution (1775-1783) and the
beginning of the War of 1812 (1812-1814), Hector Munro would have made his way north, out
of New Brunswick, into the Gaspé. He would also have found a wife, the “Negresse” Marie
Munro who died at Percé in November 1810, a deathbed convert to Catholicism. Hector Munro
was himself baptized a Catholic at Paspébiac some three years later, on 31 January 1814, the day
he remarried. He was said to be 42. His second wife, Appoline Noél, was Mi’kMagq. Her
surname was occasionally written Caplan, if it wasn’t simply “Inconnue,” unknown, or
“sauvagesse,” Indian woman. Her given name was written a half-a-dozen different ways during
her lifetime — Apoline, Apolline, Apollonie, Apolyne, Pauline, Poulaine, etc. Hector Munro’s
name also varied. It sometimes lost its Scottish ring to become French. Monroe turned into
Ménereau, Monnereau, Monreau, etc., and his first name was sometimes recorded as Joseph, a
name he seems to have acquired at his baptism.

Little more than a year after their wedding, an earth-shattering event occurred off the
south coast of Asia, whose effects were felt as far away as the Munros’ kitchen. Thanks to
flashes of light from a volcano in the distant Dutch East Indies, we catch an unexpected glimpse
of the Munros” domestic life in Paspébiac. On the island of Sumbawa, in present-day Indonesia,

on 10 April 1815, Mount Tambora blew its top in the greatest volcanic eruption ever recorded.*?
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More than 100,000 people died from the eruption and the ensuing tsunamis. The eruption sent
tonnes of ash into the atmosphere and beyond, where it was blown about and blocked the
sunlight, leading in 1816 to a global cooling that caused widespread crop failures and food
shortages in Asia, Europe and eastern North America (only in the 20th century did scientists
connect the volcano to the freak weather). In and around Paspébiac and New Carlisle, climate
change and summer frosts ruined the crops. With some residents facing a severe shortage of food
in the winter of 1816-17, the government of Lower Canada was induced to come to their aid,
distributing 100 barrels of flour. In general, the flour came at a price — £4 a barrel. Some of the
hungry managed to pay for their share in cash, others in lumber or firewood. Hard-pressed
Apoline Noél needed help but was in no position to pay, in cash or kind, as was made clear in her

petition, dated and submitted at New Carlisle on 10 January 1817:

The Petition of Poulaine Munro
wife of Hector Munro Fisherman
of Paspebiac —
Humbly sheweth
That your Petitioner’s Husband left her last Fall and is now she
understands on the other side of the Bay of Chaleurs, and that she has a
Child a Boy of 3 years old living with her and far gone in her pregnancy of
a second Child by her said Husband —
That your Petitioner is in a most poor and destitute Condition
having no Provisions of any Kind except a Barrel and a half of Potatoes
May it therefore please your Honors to take your Pet™ Case into
Consideration and to afford her a free and bounteous Relief from the Stock
of Flour committed to your Honors Care & Distribution by his Majesty’s
Prov' Gov! And your Pet" as in Duty bound will ever pray.
Her
Poulaine X Munro
Mark

Her prayer was answered that same day. She received 84 pounds (38 kg) of flour, free of

charge.* The relief came none too soon. Five days later, she gave birth to Marie, her second
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child, a sister to Eus¢be (born 22 November 1814, he was not 3, as her memorial stated, but had
just turned 2).

However bland her diet and grim her future looked that winter, she and her children did
pull through, and soon enough, her husband returned. If he had run out on her in 1816 with the
intention of never returning, he had thought better of it: Their third child, Pierre, was born at
Paspébiac in October 1819. In the next 15 years, they had seven more children — Germain, Jules,
Véronique, twins Florent and Jacques Romain in 1830, then Aimé, and, finally, Emmanuel in
1834. The children’s names suggest that the Munros lived mainly in French (no wonder their
name took on a Gallic spin!). There are records of the children’s births, and records of three of
them dying before 1860, but oddly, no records of any marrying.

Hector Munro’s occupation? At his baptism in 1814, he was said to be in the service of
Charles Robin & Co. Who wasn’t? Paspébiac served as the North American headquarters of this
famous Jersey fishing and trading concern which, in its different incarnations, long dominated
the economy of the Gaspé and the lives of its inhabitants.™® In her petition of 1817, Apoline Noél
identified her husband as a fisherman; in later years, he was said to be a farmer or laborer. He
was probably all three, at different times or simultaneously. The fact that he was not counted by
name in the census of 1831, which identified only the heads of households, would indicate that
he did not occupy a house or land of his own.

He died at Paspébiac on 17 August 1841, at the reputed age of 68. His wife had
predeceased him, some time between the birth of her last child, Emmanuel, in September 1834,
and the death of her first, 23-year-old Eusébe, in May 1838.

There seems to be no mention of the family in any records after the burial of Marie

Munro in 1858. From the fact that she was said to be “about 32” at her death, it is possible that
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this woman was really VVéronique, born in 1827, and not the Marie born in 1817, who would
have been 41 in 1858. But we shouldn’t put too much store in Marie’s stated age at her death,
which was clearly just a guess. Ruth Bunton, remember, was said to be 95 at her death, when she
was really 84. Jules Munro, born in March 1825, was said to be 16 at his death 20 years later. In
Hector Munro’s case, his reputed age of “about 68 at his death in 1841 tallies with the estimate
of “about 42” at his wedding in 1814. But neither jibes with the age of 23 recorded for him when
he left New York in 1783: If he was about 23 then — slave-born persons never knew their true
age — he would have been about 53 at his wedding, and about 80 when he died.

Be that as it may, by the spring of 1858, both Munro parents had died, as had the boys
Eus¢be and Jules, and one of the girls — Marie, if we believe the church record, VVéronique, if we
don’t. Emmanuel, the youngest of the family, was still living as we know from the fact that he
was a witness at “Marie’s” burial. He was 23 then. As for the others, if they were still alive,
Pierre would have been 38, Germain, 36, VVéronique, 30, twins Florent and Jacques Romain, just
turned 28, and Aimé¢, almost 26. It would be remarkable if every single one of them had died or

moved away by the end of the 1850s, just as remarkable as if none had married.

MOSES THE FERRYMAN

Of course, given the nature of the subject, the passage of time, the limited records, the
prevailing illiteracy, not to mention the hide-and-seek mystifications of the name game, it’s not
unusual to find people popping up out of the blue and just as suddenly vanishing. Finding out
where they came from and where they went turns out to be either impossible or, if at all possible,

a matter of chance, now generally computer-assisted.
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So it is to some extent with Henry Moses and his family. From 1838, if not sooner in that
decade, he was the ferryman at Cascapedia on the river of that name, at New Richmond. He may
have set up in business without any greater formality than finding a skiff or other suitable
watercraft. By 1848, however, progress being progress, a ferry operator had to be licensed, as the
local authorities had decreed. Moses remained ferryman through the 1840s, perhaps into the
1850s, when his White son-in-law, Hugh Kerr Robertson, husband of his oldest surviving
daughter, Mathilda (Mathilde), took over as ferryman for at least a few years. A government
report noted in 1847 that the Cascapedia River, “2040 feet wide at the ferry,” was “not fordable,”
meaning that it could not be crossed except by boat or canoe. Henry Moses therefore provided an
essential service. A bridge would have done the job — and put him out of business — but the cost
of erecting one, then estimated at £2,160, put it out of the question for years to come.*6

The earliest record found of the family is that of Henry Moses’ baptism at Percé in
October 1795 (the church register gave the English version of his name and a French one, Henry
Moyse). On that occasion, he was said to have been born on 1 March 1794, the son of Moyse,
“Negre,” and Anne Hall, “Négresse.” His sponsor was Pierre Gabriel, also “Negre.” We hear no
more of Pierre Gabriel (unless he was the Gabriel Baptiste/Gabriel Durbec mentioned earlier as
present at New Carlisle), but the Moses seem to have made their way down the coast from Percé
to the head of Chaleur Bay. At Carleton on 24 April 1797, Louis Moyse, son of the same Moyse,
“Negre”, and Anne Hall, was baptized the day he was born. Twelve years later, Moyse Henry
and Salé (Sally), “Negre” and “Négresse,” believed to be the same couple (Henry Moses’ name
was occasionally inverted and written Moses Henry or Harry) but now residents of Ristigouche,

in the heart of Mi’kMagq country, had a son named Louis Richard.
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Gaspé records then fall silent about this family for almost 20 years, when Henry Moise,
the boy baptized at Percé in 1795, re-emerges as an adult at Maria in 1827, with a wife named
Catherine Febvre and a daughter, Mathilde, born that June. Wife and daughter were a fact, but
the identification of Henry Moise, at Mathilde’s baptism, as a “Sauvage” was a fiction, perhaps
based on some association with the Mi’kmagq in the area. No reference to ethnicity or race was
made at all when his son Henri was baptized in December 1828. The boy was simply identified
as the lawful son of laborer Henri Moyse and Catherine Lefebvre of Cascapédia.

Efforts to find out where and when Henry Moses and Catherine Febvre or Lefebvre had
married were complicated by the fact that later records consistently refer to Henry Moses’ wife
as Catherine Bélanger. In the end, the search through Gaspé-area records proving fruitless, it was
chance and fishing on the Web that yielded the vital information. Henry Moses had married far
from the Gaspé, at St-Michel, Yamaska Co., in central Lower Canada. And his wife’s name at
the time was not Catherine Febvre, Lefebvre or Bélanger, but Montigny.

Again, perhaps it was some acquaintance of the Moses family with the Mi’kmagq, as well
as links between the latter and the Abenaki, that led him to St-Michel-d’Yamaska, near Odanak,
the Abenaki reservation near the confluence of the St. Francis and St. Lawrence rivers. This
seems a plausible explanation for his presence there, particularly as he and his wife did live at
one time at St-Francois du Lac, across the St. Francis from Odanak. (Decades later, the 1861
census identified a 72-year-old, Quebec-born “mulatto” named Peter Moses living among the
Mi’kmaq in western Bonaventure’s Mann Township. He may have been an older brother of
Henry Moses, who named one of his own sons Peter. The older Peter Moses died at Ristigouche

on 26 June 1869, identified as 80-year-old Pierre Mosses, “negre.”)
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As it turned out, Henry Moses travelled to and from Yamaska County at least twice in the
1820s, and three of his children were born there. It was as laborer Henry Moise, “negre, enfant
naturel né a la Baye des Chaleurs” (Negro, natural child born at Chaleur Bay), resident of St-
Michel-d’Yamaska, that on 9 February 1824 he married Catherine Montigny, a White French-
Canadian, a minor, the natural daughter of Marie Montigny. One year later, their son, Joseph,
was born at St-Michel-d’Yamaska; he lived less than five months. A daughter, Marie, was born
there 1 March 1826. The next two Moses children, Mathilde and Henri, as we saw, were born in
the Gaspé in 1827 and 1828, their mother identified as Catherine Lefebvre. Then back in
Yamaska Co., Catherine Moyse was born at St-Frangois-du-Lac on 27 November 1829, to
laborer Henri Moise and his wife, Catherine ... Bélanger. Within the next few months, they left
for Quebec City. Baby Catherine died there on 23 June 1830. At her burial the next day, she was
identified in the register of the parish church of St. Roch as Catherine Moise, daughter of
labourer Henry Moise and Catherine Bélanger “de cette paroisse” — of this parish. They did not
long remain parishioners of St. Roch. Within the next year, they moved back to Chaleur Bay, to
Cascapedia in New Richmond Township, where their daughter Anne Agla¢ was born on 1 May
1831. They spent the rest of their lives there, and had six more children.

Unlike Hector Munro, Henry Moses was counted as the head of a household in the census
of 1831, if only as a squatter. There were 10 people in his household, all Roman Catholics. The
one married man between 30 and 60, a farmer, would have been Moses; there was one married
female over 45, and three females 14-45, one of them married, who would have been his wife;
two children age 5 or less, two between the ages of 6 and 14; and one female under 14. There

was no indication of how much land he occupied. If he really was a farmer, it was on a small
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scale: In the previous year, he had grown 50 bushels of potatoes and had kept four pigs, and that
was the extent of his farming production as recorded.

As with the Munros, not all the Moses children survived to adulthood; Aglag, for
example, died at 11 in February 1843. But unlike in the case of the Munro children, records do
exist of some of the Moses marrying, beginning with Mathilde, who married Hugh Kerr
Robertson on 3 March 1851. One son, Fidele, married four times between 1865 and 1877. His
first wife, Virginie Leblanc, of Acadian stock, died in 1866, four days after giving birth to a boy.
His second and third spouses, Monique Wiouche and the widow Monique Louizotte, were
Mi’kmaq women, and he himself was sometimes identified as a “Sauvage.” Rather oddly, his
fourth wife, a White French Canadian named Marie Lafrance, who outlived him, was identified
in the censuses of 1881, 1901 and 1911 as a White native of the West Indies.

On the subject of racial identity, it is interesting to note that the last time church records
identified any member of the Moses family as Black was in 1824, when Henry Moses was
denominated a “Negre” at his wedding in St-Michel-d’Yamaska. The only later hint of his being
other than White came in 1827 when, as we saw, he, the son of two Black parents, was labelled a
“Sauvage” at the baptism of his daughter Mathilde. At his death, on 9 July 1860, the burial
record was mum on the subject of his race. Church registers never identified his children as
Black or colored. In the 1861 census, however, they were counted as “mulattos.” This was the
last census to note their mixed racial origins. In the census of 1901, which posed the question of
skin color as well as of “Racial or Tribal origin,” those same children were identified as White
and of “French” origin, as opposed to “African” or “Negro,” the racial denominators generally
used in late-19th-century censuses to mean Black. The Moses grandchildren were all termed

White in that enumeration, with the exception of 16-year-old Joseph Moses, a New Brunswick-
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born son of Fidéle Moses and Marie Lafrance, whose color was given as “R,” for “Red,” and

who was said to be of Indian origin.

LOOKING FOR A CONNECTION

Neither the Munros at Paspébiac nor the Moses around New Richmond and Ristigouche
appear to have established close ties with other Blacks. Their names never appear as those of
sponsors or witnesses at the baptisms, weddings or burials of other Black Gaspesians, any more
than the names of other Blacks show up in church records involving them. None of the mixed-
race Moses children seem to have married Blacks, which may simply have reflected the reality
that there were few marriageable Blacks within reach. Whatever social pressures, prejudices or
segregationist attitudes they may have encountered, they clearly did not feel compelled to range
far afield in a desperate search for black spouses, and the society in which they moved did not
require them to either marry Black or remain single.

As it happened, there was a Moses who married a niece and namesake of Nancy Woods,
but he was not a member of the Moses family out of New Richmond Township. James Elias
Moses was an immigrant from St. Croix in the Danish West Indies (now the U.S. Virgin Islands)
living at Paspébiac when he married Elizabeth Anastasie Woods — Nancy, for short, but not the
Montreal boardinghouse-keeper of that name — in 1915. With so few Black families settled in the
Gaspé, it seems odd that an outsider should have turned up bearing the name of one of those
families, but unrelated to it by any ties of kinship.

One such occurrence can be put down to coincidence, but three coincidences of the kind,
involving three of the four families that concern us? That seems impossible. Yet there was Mary

Wood, wife of Gabriel Durbec or Gabriel Baptiste of New Carlisle in the first years of the

century, with no obvious connection to the Woods (or Wood — the name was written both ways)
family that surfaced around 1820. And there was the aged Mary Smith, a Black native of
Philadelphia, who claimed at her baptism in 1836 to be the widow of a soldier named William
Amos — was she not related to the John Amos who married Priscilla Place that same year?
Apparently not.

Mary Wood, as we saw, had a daughter, said to have been born in August 1802 and
christened Marie Durbec — but who may have been called Marie Baptiste/Mary Baptist. Let’s
assume she was so called.

The Adam & Eve of the Gaspé Woods clan were James Woods and Mary Baptist. Census
records from later in the century show him to have been a native of Nova Scotia or the United
States — maybe he had come from the U.S. via Nova Scotia? — while they consistently have her
born in Quebec. The earliest documentary evidence of James Woods’ presence in the Gaspé is a
land claim he filed in July 1820 with the Gaspé Land Commission for a lot in Port-Daniel; he
was identified then as a farmer at New Carlisle. In July 1823, he laid claim to another two lots at
Port-Daniel, this time in association with John Baptist, undoubtedly his brother-in-law. The fact
that the first claim was based on his “recent Occupancy” of the property, and the second on
“Occupancy four Years,” may suggest that he had arrived in the area during the second decade of
the century.” He would have been a young man then. The 1861 census gave his age as 65, and
when he died, on 22 July 1863, he was said to be 68. Even allowing for the great inaccuracies in
the reporting of ages, it seems that he was born around the 1790s.

No marriage record appears to have survived for James Woods. The first we hear of a
spouse is in April 1822 at the baptism of their first child, William Henry, born 11 September

1821. The boy’s parents were identified as farmer James Woods and his wife Mary of New
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Carlisle. Church registers did not give her a surname until 1828, when she was referred to as
“formerly Mary Baptist” at the baptism of Phillis, aka Félicité, the fourth of their 10 children.
Her name thereafter was consistently given in its French or English form as Marie Baptiste or
Mary Baptist, or a mix of the two. At her death on 12 April 1884, Mary Baptiste was said to be
83, therefore born circa 1800, which squares with the hypothesis that she was the girl born in
1802 and baptized Marie Durbec. The least that can be said is that there is a circumstantial case
to be made that Marie Durbec was the Gaspé-born Mary Baptist(e) who married James Woods.
This would make her mother, Mary Wood, his mother-in-law; her name being Wood, it is always
possible that she was an aunt or cousin, or some relative of his.

The origins of the Amos clan are as murky and intriguing as those of the Woods, but at
least a marriage record exists for John Amos and Priscilla Place, the founders of this Gaspé clan.
While the baptism records of Priscilla Place’s two natural daughters in 1830 and 1833 tell us
nothing more about her than her name and, in one instance, that she lived at L’ Anse-a-Beaufils,
the record of her marriage on 15 February 1836 at the Percé Catholic church of St-Michel states
that she was the daughter of Richard and Ruth Place of Bermuda. The fact that a White
Bermudan couple, Joseph Stowe Tuzo and Mary Eve, his wife, also lived at L’ Anse-a-Beaufils
would explain her presence there: She probably accompanied them to the Gaspé as a young
servant. Tuzo was a witness at the baptisms of both of her “illegitimate” daughters. The earliest
record of her husband’s presence is a puzzler. On 12 February 1832, he was baptized at Gaspé’s
St-Michel Church under the name John Emis. He was said to be 42 and unable to write his name.
This is the sum total of the information about him in the register. There were no sponsors or
witnesses, whose names might have given us a clue as to his acquaintances; there was no

mention of his occupation, birth place, origins, parents, residence, whether he was married or
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single, nor was there the least hint of an explanation for what was a rather tardy baptism, infant
baptism being the norm in the Catholic Church (the baptism record serving as birth registration).
His 1836 marriage record expanded slightly on this, identifying him as John Emous, a fisherman
of Grand Pabos and widower of a Rosanna Peters.

He would have been the only Amos in the Gaspé but for the fact that slightly more than a
month after his wedding, Mary Smith of Paspébiac, said to be about 80 — old enough to be his
mother or grandmother — was identified at her baptism as the widow of a William Amos who had
been a soldier in the 42nd Regiment (the Black Watch). At least, in her case, the church register
offers an explanation for her baptism at such an advanced age: Born and bred among Anabaptists
in Philadelphia, she now formally renounced Protestantism to become a Catholic. Could John
Amos’s roots have lain in Philadelphia, and might a similar conversion explain his Catholic
baptism at the reputed age of 42? It is impossible to avoid speculating along these lines and on
the possible family connection between him and Mary Amos, née Smith. But unlike Mary Wood,
the Baptistes and the Woods, who all lived at or near New Carlisle, the widow Amos and John
Amos lived far apart, she at Paspébiac and he at Grand Pabos. And if, as seems likely, the widow
Amos was the Black woman who, at her death at Hopetown on 17 April 1851, was identified
sketchily as Marie, the roughly 70-year-old “veuve d 'un mari inconnu, ancien soldat dit-on”
(widow of an unknown husband, said to have been a soldier at one time), this would tend to
suggest that she did not go by the name of Amos, that her family name was not generally known

and that she had no family or other close relations near at hand.

AMOS MEETS WOODS
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Hector Munro and Apolline Noél had 10 children, whose features may have varied from
more or less negroid to more or less aboriginal. Henry Moses and Catherine Bélanger had 12,
whose appearance may have ranged from Black to fair. But the 10 children of James Woods and
Mary Baptist, and the six born to John Amos and Priscilla Place, must have been recognizably
Black or “colored.” In fact, an anecdote has been preserved (reproduced here on p 66) depicting
the youngest son of the Woods, Charles, as a “full-blooded negro.”® Could this racial coloring
have accounted for the ties that developed between members of the Woods and Amos clans over
time? That does not seem to be the case, considering that of the 10 Woods children — five boys,
five girls — only one, James Jr., married a Black spouse, and of the four children born to John
Amos and Priscilla Place who are known to have survived to adulthood, the three males — James,
John and Richard — married White women, and the one female, Mary Ann, the youngest member
of the family, never married.

But we must bear in mind that the Amos family was broader than it looks. Its members
included Ruth Bunton and Ann Dalton, the two mixed-race girls born to Priscilla Place before
she married John Amos. Ann Dalton never married, but Ruth Bunton did. Her marriage to James
Woods Jr. in 1862 is not only the first indication we have that members of these two Black clans
knew each other and interacted, it also constituted the first formal link forged between them. You
would not know that from a glance at the records. You might not even realize that Ann Dalton
and Ruth Bunton were still alive.

The only time after her baptism that the name Ann Dalton appeared in official records
was in August 1847 when, there she was, going on 15, godmother at the baptism of Marie
Emess, daughter of fisherman John Emess and Procyle Bond. The parents’ names are more

recognizable in the record of little Marie’s funeral in November 1849 where they were written
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John Emos and Priscille Place. The 1851-52 census returns, the first in Quebec to name all
family members and not just the heads of households, no longer exist for Bonaventure and Gaspé
counties, so it is impossible to confirm Ann Dalton’s place among the Amos then. The next four
decennial censuses do list her, however, but not under the Dalton name. She is Anne Amos, 26,
in 1861; Ann¢é Roots, 28, in 1871; Annie Amos, 46, in 1881; and Annie Emos, 55, in 1891. That
last enumeration took place on 13 April, a month before Année Ames, “négresse,” daughter of
the late John and Prescille Ames, died at the reputed age of 60 (she was 58). Leaving aside for
the moment the curiously misleading name and age assigned to her in the 1871 census, the
census and death records indicate that Ann Amos would have been born in the first half of the
1830s, before her parents married. There is no record of the birth of a biological child of John
Amos and Priscilla Place before their wedding in 1836, nor is there a later birth record for a
daughter of theirs called Ann. Without a doubt, Ann Amos was Ann Dalton.

Keeping track of Ruth Bunton requires that we pay more attention to her home situation —
the little we know of it — because her name, as recorded, varied more than Ann Dalton’s. It
changed with practically every alteration in her domestic arrangements. (To make it easier to
follow the bouncing ball, the different names assigned to her are written here in italics.)

John Amos died on 23 June 1858 at the reputed age of 87 (if we were to believe that, he
would have been 60 or older at his baptism in 1832, not 42 as the church record stated, and about
65 when he married). Within two years, his wife, Priscilla Place, followed him to the grave; she
was said to be about 50 at her death on 27 April 1860. With both her parents gone, we find Ruth
Bunting supporting herself in January 1861 as a domestic servant of John Wilkie, prothonotary
of the Superior Court at New Carlisle. The census that year identified her as a single, Quebec-

born “colored” woman, 29 years old (she was 31), and Roman Catholic.

One year later, on 24 February 1862, Susanna Bonton, daughter of laborer James Bonton
and Procella Montain [sic] of Percé, married farmer James Woods, son of James Wood and Mary
Baptiste of Bonaventure. The marriage produced two children. The first, a boy born in
November 1862, unnamed, lived little more than a week. The record of his death identified his
parents as farmer James Wood and Susanne Bont. The baptism record of the second son,
Guillaume Jacques (William James) Woods, born 16 October 1863, identified his parents as
farmer James Wood and Mary Emmas.

Her husband died sometime in the 1860s; it must have been within a year or two of
William James’ birth, otherwise they probably would have had more children. She never
remarried, never took the name of a second husband, yet, on paper, her name kept changing. She
was identified in the 1871 census as the widow Emma Roots, 43, Quebec-born, of “African”
origin (i.e., Black), and illiterate. A likely explanation for this wrinkle is that the French-
speaking census-taker or his informant inverted the name Ruth Amos (“Amos, Ruth”), and
unable to pronounce the soft English “-th” of Ruth, turned it into a “T.” With her was her 8-year-
old son, called James Roots, also Quebec-born and of “African” origin. Three members of the
Amos family, all of “African” origin, shared their dwelling, including her sister, Ann Dalton,

here named Anné Roots.

HOLDING LANDS

In the late 1870s and early 1880s, Ruth Bunton was a party to two land transactions
which, besides presenting us with yet another written version of her name, this one close to her
baptismal name, drive home the point that the Woods, held valuable assets that other Blacks in

the Gaspé lacked. We have already seen how James Woods, the patriarch of the clan, applied for
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titles to lands at Port-Daniel in 1820 and 1823. He does not appear to have succeeded in these
claims, but the 1831 census had him as the owner of a 50-acre farm at New Carlisle in Cox
Township. A list drawn up in 1853 of persons holding land patents in the area shows that he held
titles to half of Lot 24 in the First Concession of Cox, and half of Lot 41, Second Concession, for
a total of 65 acres. The agricultural census of 1861 recorded him as the owner of a 66-acre farm
on Lot 24, valued at $1,300, with $300 worth of livestock and $150 worth of farm implements.
His sons James, Robert and John had jointly acquired part of Lot 22 in the First Concession in
January 1859 for £150. That same year, James Jr. had sold two properties to his father — 16 acres
of Lot 24 (hence the larger size of James Sr.’s farm recorded in 1861 as compared with 1831),
and Lot 39 in the Second Concession, containing about 100 acres.

In July 1862, James Woods Sr. and his wife sold to their son John a 37%2-acre chunk of
Lot 41, Second Concession. This sale may be an indication of the approximate time of John
Woods’ wedding. The 1861 census had shown him to be one of two unmarried domestic servants
of notary Joseph Guillaume Lebel; the other servant was a young woman named Rose
Castilloux. In April 1863, John Woods and Rose Castilloux had a child. There may be a record
of their wedding somewhere, but it has not turned up. I suspect that it took place in the summer
of 1862, and that the land sale that July was a sort of wedding gift from his parents, meant to
help John Woods set up in the family business of farming.

It is worth noting the attachment of the Woods, father and sons, to the land and to
farming in a country where most people lived to fish and fished to live. Some fishermen might
have engaged in small-scale subsistence farming on the side, but agriculture was not much
developed.®® Perhaps the Woods saw in farming a need and an opportunity: Cultivating the fruits

of the earth was an occupational field less crowded and hazardous than going after the fruits of
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the sea, and a family could live on wheat, potatoes and pork or mutton as well as the next family
could live on herring and cod. Any surplus could always be traded for other necessities.

Part of the interest of the Woods’ land transactions is that they show the close
collaboration among family members in matters of land acquisition and landholding and,
ultimately, in the family’s general welfare. This cohesiveness is particularly apparent in a land
transfer of 1874 from Henry Woods (William Henry, aka Honoré) to his brother Charles.
William Henry passed on to his younger brother part of Lot 24, including a house and barn, the
whole estimated to be worth $100. The deed specified that the transfer was made “in
consideration of the services rendered by the said Charles Woods to his mother Mary Baptist
valued at one hundred dollars currency.” Charles was to pay £5, “out of the moveable
appurtenances to the property,” to each of his sisters — Mary, Emily and Nancy — and under no
circumstances was he to mortgage or dispose of the property to anyone outside the family. Mary
Baptist ratified this agreement, ceding her rights to the land, part of her late husband’s farm.

It was this close-knit family that Ruth Bunton joined when she married James Woods Jr.
in 1862, only to lose him within the next few years. After his death, she was still family to the
Woods. On 6 August 1877, William Henry Woods, her brother-in-law, transferred to the widow
Routh Bonton lands given to him in trust by his late father, consisting of a 16-acre tract in Lot 24,
with a house and barn on it; and another tract, “the Westermost half lot No. thirty nine in the
second range of said Township of Cox Country lots to West of New Carlisle, containing fifty
acres more or less.” There was no obligation requiring her to keep it in the family, as in William
Henry Woods’ transfer of land to Charles Woods in 1874. On 12 April 1881, Routh Bonton sold
to farmer Thomas N.P. Winter of New Carlisle “the most Westerly acre of land in front of the

West half of lot Number thirty-nine (39) situate in the Second range of the Township of Cox ...
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without any building thereon erected.” The sale price was $40, which she acknowledged to have

received well before the signing from the buyer’s father, Superior Court Justice Peter Winter.

A WIDOW GETTING ON

If we are clear that it was Ruth Bunton who had married James Woods, the 1881 census
presents no mystifying name alterations. Ruth Bunton was counted under her married name as
the 52-year-old Widow Jas. Woods, a “female farmer,” Quebec-born and of “French” origin,
rather than of “Negro” or “African” origin. Her son James, 18, also of “French” origin, was still
with her. A Thomas Woods, said to be a 22-year-old Quebec-born farmer of “French” origin,
was also counted as a member of the household. The widowed “female farmer” could have used
the help, no doubt.

The names of her late husband and her son were inverted when laborer James Woods, son
of the late William James Woods and Suzanne Ames of Bonaventure, married Sophie, “dite
Castillou,” daughter of Delphine Castillou of Paspébiac, on 22 November 1887. Sophie Castillou
(or Castilloux) appears to have been, at birth, another bundle of illicit joy, like Ruth Bunton, but
White. Ruth Bunton was enumerated with her son’s family in the next census, in 1891. The
household consisted of laborer James Woods, 27, his wife Sophie, 28, their daughters Suzanne,
2, and Oré¢lie, 3 months — and James Woods’ widowed mother, 60-year-old Mary Suzan Woods.
This census did not identify people by race or color, and as regards origins, it asked only for
place of birth and parents’ place of birth. All members of the household, including Mary Suzan
Woods, were said to have been born in Quebec to Quebec-born parents (Priscilla Place’s

Bermuda roots were forgotten). But only James’ wife, Sophie, was classed as French-Canadian.
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All were illiterate except Mary Suzan Woods, who was said to know how to read, but not to
write.

The household suffered a double blow that year. The baby named Orélie in the census,
born on 13 January and christened Marie Aurélia, died on 28 April. On 3 October, farmer
William James Woods himself died at 28. The death of the male head of the household
threatened the integrity of the family. What would become of its surviving members, three
females of three different generations — his widowed mother, Ruth Bunton, now 62, his widow
Sophie Castillou, and her young daughter Suzanne Woods?

They managed to stay together, even after Sophie Castillou remarried in 1897.2° Her
second husband, Daniel Crotty, was the son of James Crotty and Mathilde Comeau of St-
Georges-de-Malbaie. The Crotty’s first child, Marie Adélia, born in 1898, lived less than a year.
Their second, named Daniel Nicholas after his father, was born in June 1900. It is with this new
family that Ruth Bunton was living in 1901. The census that year identified the members of the
Crotty household as Daniel Crotté, a 27-year-old farmer, and his wife Sophie, 38; their children,
Suzanne, 13, and one-year-old Nicholas; a 70-year-old lodger, the widow Ruth Crotté; and
domestic John Allman, 21. All were said to be of “French” origin except Ruth Crotté, who was
of “Negro” origin. She was, of course, Ruth Bunton, and 13-year-old Suzanne Crotté was her
granddaughter, Suzanne Woods. John Allman was Jean-Baptiste Element, a Crotty relative.

Two years later, Jean-Baptiste Element married Suzanne Woods, and Ruth Bunton then
moved in with them. According to the 1911 census, the household consisted of laborer Jean
Alemand (sic), 32, his wife, Suzanne, 22; their children Mary, 8, Victoria, 7, André, 6, Marie, 3,
and one-month-old Marianne — and Suzanne Alemand, an 82-year-old widow. As in the 1901

enumeration of the Crotty household, all members of the Alemand family were counted as of
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“French” origin except one, the aged widow Suzanne Alemand, who was “Negro.” The census
made her out to be the belle-mére (mother-in-law or stepmother) of Jean Alemand; she was his
grandmother-in-law. (This minor misidentification was far from the most flagrant error in the
census return, with its two adult females both allegedly named Suzanne Alemand, and three of
four young sisters confusingly called Mary, Marie and Marianne. The most serious fault
concerned the two oldest daughters identified as Mary and Victoria. They were, in fact, one girl
named Marie Victoria, born on 3 November 1903 — who had died on 8 November 1905, almost
six years before the census was taken!)

Born in 1829 under circumstances that presaged an early death, Ruth Bunton lived a long
life. How long? The name game that kept her out of sight turned even her death into a riddle. The
old woman who died on 29 June 1914 was, according to her death record, Suzanne Emers, wife
of the late James Woods. Yes, that James Woods, who had died a half-century before. Yes, that
Suzanne Emers, real name Ruth Bunton, the biological daughter of Priscilla Place and a man

who cared less.

OLDTIME VS. NEWTIME

Some people may object that the first few records concerning Rose Jackson in the
abstracts that follow should not have been included in this account since she clearly wasn’t a
resident of the Gaspé but of Nipisiguit (Bathurst) on the New Brunswick side of Chaleur Bay.
But it was a Gaspé missionary who baptized her and her son in 1792, officiated at her wedding in
1793, and at her funeral in 1800, and she was, after all, buried in the Gaspé, at Carleton. She also

shared an intriguing trait with almost all the Blacks in the Gaspé — she was a Roman Catholic.
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This trait would have been less remarkable had all been Catholic from birth. But many of
them we know, or suspect, were not. For instance, the four children of James Woods and Mary
Baptist born in the 1820s were all baptized Anglicans, and John Baptist, Mary Baptist’s brother,
was married in that church. Yet from the 1830s on, the Woods were all Roman Catholics. With
Marie Munro in 1810 and the aged widow Mary Smith in 1836, we have an official account of
their conversion. Hector Munro and Rose Jackson, coming from the pre-revolutionary American
South, are unlikely to have been members of the Catholic church in their childhood, particularly
if, as seems probable, they had been slaves. Munro’s Catholic baptism in 1814, when he was said
to be 42, like that of John Amos 20 years later, who was also supposedly 42, leaves us
wondering; perhaps they had not formally adhered to any church before.

The religious identification of Priscilla Place and her two daughters also changed. Ruth
Bunton and Ann Dalton were both baptized Anglicans, respectively in 1830 and 1833. When
their mother married John Amos in 1836, however, it was in the Catholic church, and the
Amoses — Ruth Bunton and Ann Dalton included — like the Woods, were thereafter a Catholic
family. It may be that, in Priscilla Place’s case, as in those of Rose Jackson and Hector Munro,
their formal acceptance of Roman Catholicism was a condition of their marrying members of
that denomination, or at least a step that facilitated their marrying. If this were true, it would tend
to show how determined they were to have a proper legal marriage. Rose Jackson had given birth
to a son by Irishman James Gorman in 1790; she might have let it go at that, but three years later,
she married Gorman. Priscilla Place had had two daughters, both fathered by White men, but she
had no child with John Amos before she married him.

Whether they adopted Roman Catholicism out of choice or necessity, in doing so these

Black Gaspesians manifested something more mundane and practical than a purely spiritual
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longing — a longing to belong. Perhaps as important to them as a promise of eternal salvation was
the immediate prospect Catholicism offered of easing their integration into local society and the
working world. For those who may have been born in slavery, in particular, it may be that
baptism in a new faith, the dominant one, like picking up French, was part of the process of
shedding a painful past and everything associated with it, starting afresh with a new identity, in

hopes of a better life on earth.

‘THE NEGRO’S PLACE’

In tracing the origins of New Carlisle’s name, Quebec’s Toponymy Commission says the
Mi’kmaq used to call the place Antagoetjoitog, meaning “chez le Noir,” the Negro’s place.?
Who knew the Negro had a place in the Gaspé, not only in the Mi’kmaq tongue, but in the land
and the history of this corner of Quebec?

These notes and the attached extracts point to some of the reasons that so little is known
about the place Blacks occupied in the Gaspé and, by extension, in Quebec as a whole. Some of
these had to do with the realities of the times in which they lived. For example, the records did
not always explicitly identify them as Black, as a look at the extracts from the vital statistics will
show. Also, in terms of social status, needless to say, the Blacks were far from an influential
elite, the kind that rivets attention by its power, wealth, educational attainments, professional
qualifications, or other achievements. Nor did they have the weight of numbers that would have
allowed them to put their stamp on the land, and on our historical memory, the way the Acadians
or the Loyalists did. There is also the fact that, until the 20th century, they were generally
illiterate, like the mass of laboring people, meaning that they left no notes, letters, journals or

even graffiti telling us, like Kilroy, that they had “been here.”
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But there are other reasons for the historical obscurity surrounding Blacks, reasons that
have less to do with long ago and more to do with right now. For one thing, a general
presumption still prevails that until recently, all Blacks must have come from away, mainly from
the U.S. and the Caribbean. And on arrival, they must have headed straight for the big cities.
There is no natural inclination to conceive of them, as we do of Whites, as homegrown — to think
that back in 1794, a Black boy might have seen the light of day at Percé and grown up to be the
ferryman at Cascapédia, or that a Black girl, a “female farmer,” might have breathed her first at
L’ Anse-a-Beaufils in 1829 and her last in 1914 at Bonaventure. This penchant for alienization —
branding native sons and daughters as strangers — and the chronic failure of our cultural antennae
to pick up their signal mean that anyone today wishing to know anything of their existence must
start from scratch and ask the most basic questions: Blacks in the Gaspé — really? Did they exist?
How can we be sure? Who were they? Where did they come from? Where did they live? How
many were there? What did they do? What became of them? Why should we care? There is no
primer on the subject.

These notes may help to answer some of these questions. But the case of Ruth Bunton
and others mentioned here highlight some of the difficulties in identifying Blacks retroactively,
counting them, and pulling together some account of their lives. Ruth Bunton’s presence in the
Gaspé was not fleeting; she spent her life there from beginning to end, more than eight decades.
Yet researchers who might be interested in a parson like her — historians, anthropologists,
sociologists, genealogists, or simply descendants — would have no inkling of her durability
unless they succeeded in penetrating the array of names that veil her identity and at times

virtually make her disappear. And she is only one person. To uncover all the dots, connect them,
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and gain a clear picture of what they represent, is it necessary to go through the same exercise
with every Black figure that can be located? Yes, as much as possible. That is a tall order.
Scanning the attached extracts of births, marriages and deaths, it is clear that through
widespread intermarriage with Whites, many descendants of these oldtime Blacks living today
would be White. This is not a phenomenon exclusive to the Gaspé; it happened in various parts
of Quebec. These descendants, scattered now all over creation, would have no reason to suspect
they had any Black ancestors unless they had heard family stories about them. If they set out to
verify these old tales by questioning family members, they inevitably heard of — or heard from —
relatives of past generations who, acting under the prejudices and social pressures of their day,
dismissed the stories as lies or as truths best left unspoken. This silent treatment is one more
factor that has contributed to the obscuring of Quebec’s Black past. Fortunately, the silence is
being broken. In some cases, DNA testing has revealed a previously forgotten or deliberately
hidden African branch of their family tree. With or without DNA, several researchers have found
documentary evidence of African ancestry and shared the information. So far, this openness has
yielded one detailed, documented family history, Renée Gauthier’s self-published Ces Robertson

dit Robinson (2002, reprinted 2011), about her Ottawa Valley ancestors. There will be others.

That being said, spare a thought for “Emma Como.” She was a 19-year-old servant girl
from “Gaspie” who checked in to the Women’s Christian Temperance Union Sheltering Home in
Montreal, located at 92 Saint-Urbain St., on 18 December 1893. Emma Como had been
“Seduced.” In the column of the shelter register headed “Observations,” an attendant observed

that she was a “Coloured woman.” She left the shelter on 18 January 1894 to go “To Maternity.”
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That is the last we hear of her in Montreal.?

Emma Como, full name Marie Elize Emma Comeau, was born at Saint-Georges-de-
Malbaie on 20 June 1874. Her father, Philippe Comeau, was a fisherman; her mother, Elizabeth
Ferlatte, died in 1886 when Emma was 11.22 Emma Comeau was counted in the 1891 census as a
domestic servant, 17 and single, in Saint-Georges-de-Malbaie.?* At Barachois in 1897, she
married fisherman Aubin Chicoyne. She was 23. She lived just long enough to give birth to a
son, Antoine, the following year on 8 October. She died the next day.

Was this a replay of the Priscilla Place drama? Was Emma Comeau raped? Had she given
birth in Montreal? If so, what became of the child? Who was the father? Had she called on
Nancy Woods for help? Was she really “coloured”? We are left with nothing but questions.

There must be answers.

Hector Munro embarked at New York City on the Lady’s Adventure, Capt. Robert
Gibson, bound for Saint John, in mid-summer 1783. “Hector Munro, 23, stout
mulatto, (Trumpeter KAD), Formerly servant to Mr. Pyate at Charles Town; left it
with Col. Thompson, GBC.” [i.e., formerly servant of a Mr. Pyate, Charleston, S.C.;
in mid-summer 1783 he was in the possession of a trumpeter of the King’s
American Dragoons. GBC = Brig. Gen. Samuel Birch’s Certificate].

17834uL 31 — A slave named Charles escape from Quebec City merchant Pierre Guérout and was
thought to have fled to Bic, on the north shore of the Gaspé. On 2 August, Quebec
notary Charles Stewart wrote to his cousin John Inglis, captain of H.M.S. Pandora:
“May I also entreat you’ll Remember to cause enquiry about that Negroe Boy of
Mr. Gerouts who has run away. it is imagined He has got amongst the Troops.
when you are at Bic will surely hear of him” (Library and Archives Canada,
Haldimand Papers, Ms 21735:175).

enough [over?] for planting next Spring.

That your Petitioner has a Niece who lives with her and Whom She has reared
from Infancy besides an old Female Negro Female [sic] Servant who has three of
her Grand Children in the House, two young Lads and a Girl.

That your Petitioner is not in a Situation to pay Money for Flour at the present,
nor has she it in her Power to furnish Boards, Planks or Firewood for the same, as
she has difficulty to find her own firewood by the assistance of the above young
Men with an Ax, and she cannot reckon upon the assistance of her Brother in Law
and his two Sons who occupy a part of her House for some past, for the purpose of
making Boards and Plan or firewood as a Return for a Supply of Flour.

May it therefore please your Honors to take the Petitioners Case into
Consideration and to afford her a free and bounteous Relief from the
Stock of Flour committed to your Honors care and distribution by his
Majestys Provincial Government to the Inhabitants in the lower part [...]

Some idea may be formed of the seclusion in which these [Cap Chat] people
live from the fact, that when the Negro cook of the “Premier” first showed his black
face, and white teeth and eye-balls, at the door of Roy’s house, the women and children
shrieked and screamed violently, and fled with precipitation and alarm to the loft above,
to escape from the “old gentleman in black,” as they fully believed him to be. It may be
mentioned that runaway negroes are found in great numbers in all parts of Canada, but
never before had one of this hitherto even unheard-of race been seen at Cape Chatte.

1860-1870s] a brighter day dawned for the Baie des Chaleurs country, for at last there
was a market, and work with good wages. When winter came the vessels carrying
supplies were no longer available. The workmen employed must be fed; so the supplies
were drawn by horses the whole extent of the county. A man who was one of the earliest
portagers to the 1.C.R. works at Matapedia, gave me this interesting story:

“I remember,” said he, replying to my request for an account of the hardships
and dangers attendant on trading and trafficking, at one time an important business in
the Baie des Chaleurs country: “once travelling in company with an ex-sea-captain. ...

About twenty-five years ago my old friend the ex-sea-captain and | left
for Gascons to bring up loads of fresh cod and herring, which were still plentiful,
although it was Christmas week.

p 168 “The day was very cold, but the roads were in pretty good condition with
only a foot of snow, but a heavy west wind was blowing and the severe cold and drifting
snow made very uncomfortable travelling. We only reached Bonaventure the first day,
where we were glad to spend the night. Next morning we pushed on with the weather
much the same till we reached St. Godfroy, when we were shivering, notwithstanding
our warm sleigh robes. Suddenly my companion exclaimed:
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‘There’s something comin!’

‘Is it a ship, captain ?° | enquired.

‘We’ll hail him anyway,” was the reply.

“There on an open sleigh, seated upon a barrel of frozen fish — the sleigh entirely
bare of rug or wrapper of any kind — with one of those old Scotch bonnets, which were
S0 common some years ago sat Charley Woods, the full-blooded negro from near New

road to-day; well, so-long my brudders.” Off he started his horse in the face of that biting
west wind. Both the captain and | were dark men, and as we pushed on with the wind in
our backs, the captain [ p 169 ] reflected awhile, ere he voiced his thought. Finally he
observed with a laugh: ‘The only difference between a negro and two dark men is that
he can face the storm, while we have to run before it I’

“My friend paused: resuming in a reminiscent tone:

“That ex-sea-captain was a wonderful man in many ways. He had most
wonderful powers of endurance in his hands. Frequently have | seen him throw his mitts
upon the snow, while with bare hands, and the mercury twenty degrees below zero he
laced an iron tug with a rope.

“When | remonstrated with him for subjecting his hands to such exposure, he
calmly replied:

““It’s cold, but not so cold as | have seen on the banks of Newfoundland. | wish
I had your feet and my hands; then | would not be afraid to challenge even Charley
Woods.” ”
